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The PLM future
is next door!

The current magazine issue
opens analytical review “Kings
and cabbage”, where we tradi-
tionally resume financial indexes
of the PLM market “kings”
achieved in the previous year. This
time we have tried to compare the
financial indexes of our favourites in the context of
main processes and events that happened and happen
on the market. As usually, the material appears to be
not so compact and by that reason the second part of
the review, including tables and “historical graphs”,
will be published in the following magazine’s issue.

However, this is the past. We have to live
presently but think of the future. The look and feel
of what it will be like give us our heroes-“kings”,
who involve us there on the way of innovation and
progress.

Thereupon I'd like to pay readers attention to the
interesting report from World Press Day that
slightly opens this future from the Autodesk point of
view — the company that is known as the owner of
the very wide view on the software life in its diffe-
rent spheres and branches. The author’s goal was not
to announce software products 2009 release or what’s
new, but with the simple and clear words to explain
why these products are just such but not others,
what general or particular requirements and chal-
lenges in the nature, economy, building and industry
they meet and serve to.

Very likely, that many of us started to recognize
the trend, following which traditional internet por-
tals, forums and chats gradually are being substituted
by so called social network sites (SNSs) — gaining
popularity web-based services, such as odnoklassniki.ru
in Russia or Facebook in Western countries. In this
social network sites other web-services are integrated
as well, for example, internet shops and news
resources, video, audio and other services. Actually,
the talk is about creation of Web 2.0 — the new inter-
net environment with in principal new business con-
cept, when clients are being given the platform and
tools, but the content is generated by themselves.
The similar idea has come to the minds of Dassault
Systemes developers. In the end of January the com-
pany has announced the occurrence of PLM 2.0 era
or PLM on-line for all. Offered solutions are based
on V6 that serves as the common open platform for
all PLM business processes. The new platform initial-
ly includes the standards of Service-Oriented
Architecture (SOA) that makes the task of integra-
tion with the existing systems much easier. In that
way Dassault Systémes has not only defined the out-
lines of PLM future but also promised to make V6
PLM solutions available for all already in May 2008.

Now the ball is on Dassault competitors’ side. As
the saying goes, we are waiting! ©
